The grapes for this premium wine have been sourced
from sustainably managed vineyards within South
Australia. This Sauvignon Blanc is pale straw in

colour with hints of green. Flavours are reminiscent

of grapefruit, green papaya, fresh lemongrass & nettle,
finishing with a citrus zest. This wine is a perfect match
with chicken or seafood dishes like sea bass, served with a
fresh crisp salad.
